EXPERIENCE A DIFFERENT SORT OF NIGHTLIFE IN STROUD!





As darkness falls, most people head indoors but the latest of Stroud Valleys Project’s events is heading in the opposite direction by offering the chance to venture outdoors into a ‘wild’ place to look for the creatures of the night.








The stretch of canal and the River Frome between Bowbridge Lock in the east and the A46 Bath Road at the western edge is a great place to see those symbols of the night – bats.  This is an ideal ‘des res’ for bats as there are plenty of old trees to roost in and lots of food thanks to the river and shrub cover.  On Wednesday 13th June, Stroud Valleys Project will be heading along this stretch, which includes the Frome Banks nature reserve, in the company of Andy Moody, local bat expert, and his trusty bat detector.  The event will walk along the Frome Banks nature reserve and canal between 8.45pm – 10.15pm to survey what bats are living and feeding here.  The event has to be late in the evening as bats are anti-social creatures in human terms and only appear an hour before dusk falls.  The survey will add to the growing knowledge of biodiversity (wildlife) that lives in the Frome Banks nature reserve which runs from the  railway viaduct that crosses Dr Newton’s Way and the St John’s Ambulance site next to the Bath Road.  Other wildlife that lives there include birds like kingfishers, dippers, and grey wagtails, and flowers such as the rare monkshood – the reserve is only the 2nd site in Gloucestershire where this plant grows.  





Anyone who wants to join this twilight vigil should contact Jenny Slater on 01453-750251.  It costs £3/adult and £2/child to attend, and because of a couple of stiles and some steps, it’s not a suitable event for people with mobility problems.
