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BIRD IDENTIFICATION WORKSHOP AT HAMWELL LEAZE, CAINSCROSS, TUESDAY 16.1.07, 11am – 12noon

Would you like to learn more about the birds in your garden? 

Barbara Wood, a volunteer with Stroud Valleys Project, will run a short workshop on bird identification, so that you can tell your chaffinch from your brambling. Please bring binoculars if possible, and wear wellies so that you can cross Ruscombe Brook and venture into the willow copse. 

This workshop might be especially useful if you live in the Cainscross parish and would like to take part in the RSPB Big Garden Birdwatch on Saturday 27th and Sunday 28th January. This will be the 5th bird survey in Cainscross, organised jointly by SVP and Cainscross Wildlife Group - encouraging local people to take part, so that we can find out more about changes to the local bird populations.

Ivi Szaboova – Baxendale of SVP said: “Birds are a very useful indicator of the health of our environment – they are close to the top of the food chain, can be seen during the day and the most common species are quite easily recognisable. The workshop can help you learn to identify the species which are most likely to visit your garden.”
