BIRD IDENTIFICATION WORKSHOP AT HAMWELL LEAZE, CAINSCROSS, TUESDAY 24.4.07, 11am – 12noon

If you’re unlucky enough to be awake in the early hours of the morning, you’ll have noticed that nature’s own philharmonic orchestra has started up again! Stroud Valleys Project is offering the opportunity to insomniacs, and everyone else of course, to learn all about the birds which treat us to this annual dawn chorus. 

Barbara Wood, one of Stroud Valleys Project’s bird experts, will be leading a special workshop about bird identification on Tuesday 24th April from 11am – 12 noon.  Barbara will take participants on a walk around Cashes Green’s important greenspaces, pointing out the birds that live all around us but which we sometimes don’t notice during our busy days.  These birds are also the ones which share our gardens so that once the course is finished, participants should be able to put their new knowledge to good use simply by pulling up an armchair and staring out of their window! 

Cainscross parish may be a more urban environment, but the bird survey carried out by Cainscross Wildlife Group and residents of the parish each year reveals that their gardens are vitally important places for the survival of many of our birds.  The house sparrow, for example, is now known to be not so common any more as its population has declined by 64% in the past 25 years but it features in the top 5 of most seen birds each year. The same is true for the greenspaces in the parish.  There are few greenspaces for such a densely populated parish so those that do exist are just as important as the gardens for providing food and shelter to birds. 

The session will involve walking through parts of Cainscross so participants should wear wellies (for crossing Ruscombe Brook and venturing into the willow copse) and outdoor gear, and take binoculars if possible.  The event is free but donations would be appreciated.
