BULB PLANTING WORKSHOP AT HAMWELL LEAZE IN CAINSCROSS





LOCAL volunteers came armed with trowels for another habitat workshop at Hamwell Leaze in Cainscross, creating a spring meadow by planting native bulbs.





Stroud Valleys Project volunteers got their hands dirty last Saturday, when they planted 100 bluebells and 50 wild daffodils at Hamwell Leaze in Cainscross.





They are trying to create a spring meadow for the benefit of all the people who enjoy this site for quiet walks. The grass is kept short in parts of Hamwell Leaze to encourage wildflowers to flourish. Bulbs and wildflowers will be planted here as well to increase the diversity of this open green space.





The community members also sowed yellow rattle seeds (semi-parasitic species which suppresses the grass growth – which in turn helps wildflowers to grow). 





Ivi Szaboova – Baxendale, Greenspaces and Community Worker from Stroud Valleys Project, said: “Hamwell Leaze is a really special place– it offers peace and tranquillity in a very busy, urban parish of Cainscross. The volunteers planted lots of native British bluebells which will be popping up in the spring to brighten up people’s walks. It was a lovely morning, and even the rain held off until the end of the workshop!”
