Randwick Scouts received a £500 grant from the Co-op to help them look after greenspaces in Cashes Green. 





When the Randwick Scouts started working on their Naturalist Badge, it made perfect sense to team up with the local environmental charity Stroud Valleys Project. SVP look after the Humphrey’s Close Green and Hamwell Leaze as part of the Biffa funded project Greenspaces in Cainscross. Humphrey’s Close is right next to the Scouts’ Hut, which offers the boys the perfect opportunity to learn more about habitat management and their local wildlife. The Scouts so far enjoyed planting wildflowers and bulbs, made bird boxes and took part in an insect survey, all of which count towards their Naturalist Badge.





It gets even better: recently they received a £500 grant from the Mid-counties Co-operative which will be spent on creating three new hedges and new wildflower areas, increasing the diversity of their local greenspaces.





A representative from the Co-op presented the Scouts with the cheque at the bulb-planting workshop. Ivi Szaboova – Baxendale of SVP said: “It was a lovely, sunny morning and the boys really enjoyed the digging. It’s much easier for them to learn about native British species when they actually have the chance to plant the bulbs and then watch them popping up next year. We had 23 Scouts and 11 parents turn up with their trowels and spades to plant wild daffodils and tulips, stars of Bethlehem and snowdrops. These will brighten up the Green in the spring and hopefully attract lots of insects. We are very grateful to the Co-op for the grant, because we will be able to run more habitat workshops in the area.”
