GO LOOKING FOR KINGFISHERS IN THE MIDDLE OF STROUD! 





If you’re keen to escape the office, get a bit of fresh air and relax for an hour, then Stroud Valleys Project’s new lunchtime walks will suit you down to the ground.  SVP’s new hour long strolls will also help you to recharge the batteries and stop you dropping after you’ve shopped.  At the same time, you can help search for one of our most attractive but elusive birds.  








On Wednesday 16th May, Stroud Valleys Project will lead the first of its  summer series of Wednesday lunchtime walks from their office in Threadneedle Street in Stroud.  The circular walks will take walkers down to the Frome Banks Nature Reserve which runs alongside Dr Newton’s Way from near Kwikfit on the Bath Road to the railway viaduct opposite Waitrose.  It’s just half a mile away from the shops and people of the town centre but the noise of the town fades into the distance as the tranquillity of the site takes over.  Wildlife seen down there includes dippers, grey wagtails, Monkshood, lots of wildflowers and sometimes the brilliant blue of the kingfishers flashes down the river. This little known wildlife haven has been managed by Stroud Valley Project’s volunteers for over 15 years and the steps, stiles, and boardwalks that enable people to stroll through this island of wildlife are there thanks to their hard work.  





The walks are part of Stroud Valleys Project’s work to bring people and wildlife together, and will take place every Wednesday lunchtime until the end of August.  It’s free to join in and everyone is welcome regardless of how much they know about wildlife already.  There are a couple of stiles to climb so unfortunately the walk isn’t so suitable for anyone with mobility problems.  Walkers should wear stout shoes and bring waterproof clothing.
