GEOLOGY WALK: ROCK ON IN WOODCHESTER PARK





Stroud Valleys Project is offering a great opportunity to learn the fascinating story of how our unique landscape was shaped, while taking a guided walk through one of its most beautiful locations.











On Saturday 1st September, geologist David Owen of the Gloucestershire Geoconservation Trust, will lead a walk through Woodchester Park to reveal the secrets of the ground beneath our feet.  How many of us ever stop to think about the ground we’re walking on, and how it affects every aspect of everyday life from the industries that operate here, to the plants and trees that grow here? 





Of all the counties of Britain, Gloucestershire stands out as one of the most geologically diverse. From the flat lowlands of the Severn Vale to the dramatic escarpment of the Cotswolds or the deep valley of the Wye, the varied and lovely landscapes of Gloucestershire can all be traced back to their geological roots. This walk will trace the story of their formation - a story that spans six hundred million years and both hemispheres of the Earth. The delightful wooded valley of Woodchester Park is the perfect setting to see many of these different aspects of the county's geology.
