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Sunday 16th July, 1-5pm - Holywell Orchard, Cam. 

Come along and help us celebrate the community's achievements at Holywell orchard.

Stroud Valleys Project is organising another community event at the orchard.  A well dressing ceremony will be prepared by the Cam Everlands school children during a couple of workshops with Purple Broccoli Theatre. There will be a BBQ, live music and a  "make and sail your boat" craft workshop for children.

Holywell Orchard is owned by Stroud District Council. It's marked on an 1888 map as an orchard, but the site was neglected for a long time and only 4 of the original apple and pear trees remain. New apple trees have now been planted, including old local varieties such as Gloucester Royal, Berkeley Pippin and Morgan Sweet, as well as new Brandy and Thorn pear trees. Community volunteers led by Stroud Valleys Project embarked on major spring-cleaning sessions, and cleared scrub and brambles. We re-discovered the head of the spring which will be marked by a stone and the well will be dressed during the ceremony. During the day we will also unveil the new bench and two interpretation boards with information about the orchard. 

We are also planning a work party on Tuesday 11.7. at 10.30am, when we will prepare the orchard for the celebration. If you would like to help to clear the stream of overgrown vegetation, or if you would like more information about the work we do at Holywell Orchard, please phone Ivi Szaboova - Baxendale on 01453 753358.

The event will also harvest the fruits of Cam Wildlife Group’s work: the production of two maps for local walks.

Cam’s Snicket Way map shows all the existing footpaths and shortcuts within Cam’s built-up area and will make walking through the parish shorter than a car journey. The second map shows the circular walk around Cam’s historic stone stiles. This walk will be officially launched on September 9th but you can get your free map at the well dressing event on 16th July.
