Holywell Orchard is owned by Stroud District Council. It’s marked on an 1888 map as an orchard, but the site was neglected for a long time and only four of the original apple and pear trees remain. New apple trees have now been planted, including old varieties such as Gloucester Royal, Berkeley Pippin and Morgan Sweet, as well as new Brandy and Thorn pear trees. 





Stroud Valleys Project looks after the site with the help of local volunteers. The Well Dressing event in July was a great success, with 80 people gathered on a hot summer’s day to celebrate the recently discovered head of the spring, which was marked by three stones. The new bench and interpretation boards were also unveiled during the day.
