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Local star is runner –up to south west awards

Ray Sherman, a member of the Cam Wildlife Group has scooped a £150 award as the runner-up to the Local Heritage Star Awards in the South West Region. 

The award celebrates the commitment and actions of individuals in caring for and taking pride in their heritage and are part of the Local Heritage Initiative (LHI), a small grants programme launched in 2000 to help communities bring their local heritage to life. Since receiving the LHI grant in 2005, the Cam Wildlife Group has published two local walk leaflets, which are available from the library and the Parish Council Office.  They have also carried out access improvements to develop a circular walk around Cam together with Cam Parish Council and the Countryside Rights of Way Team, continued hedgerow surveys in the parish and are developing a wildlife warden scheme.
