There should be no shortage of helpers, as SVP’s recent course for Sighted Guides successfully trained 15 volunteers who can help visually impaired people access the countryside by accompanying them on walks. 





Stroud Macular Disease Society members were the first to benefit from the Natural History Course during the trip Westonbirt, where they learned more about the woodland habitats. 





Other visually impaired people are also very welcome to join the course and learn more about our countryside.





The next three trips are now organised:


Wednesday 7th February - the native snowdrops at Rococo Gardens in Painswick 


Wednesday 14th March - Daffodil Way walk in Dymock (date to be confirmed - depends on how early the daffodil season will be) 


Wednesday 23rd May - a return trip to Westonbirt to explore the spring changes in the woodland habitat (and to admire the lovely magnolias).
