The Randwick Scouts scooped up the prestigious Environment Award after all the groups worked together on environmental projects for the last year. 








The local environmental charity Stroud Valleys Project have teamed up with the Randwick Scouts last year to help the boys get more involved in looking after their community greenspaces. SVP run a series of workshops for the boys as part of the “Community Greenspaces in Cainscross” project, sponsored by Biffa. 





The Randwick Scouts are the only group in the whole district to have achieved this prestigious award and only the second group in the entire county. The boys were working together on various projects, including taking part in insect surveys and pond dipping, making bird cakes, planting wildflowers and spring bulbs, and creating a new a hedge to increase the diversity of Finn’s Way (formerly known as Humphrey’s Close Green), which is a small green next door to their hut.





The Environment Award is about encouraging young people to develop a sustainable lifestyle, that is, a way of life that has a minimal impact on the environment. 





The aims of the Environmental Award are to:


promote environmental awareness in young people and an environmentally friendly way of living


promote activities between the different groups, covering a cross-section of ages


ensure there is a positive influence on everyone taking part


have a long-term benefit on sustainable development globally or locally. 





Ivi Szaboova of SVP who ran the workshops for the scouts said: 


“It’s fantastic that the boys’ hard work is being recognised by the Environment Award. They are a lovely group of children who really enjoy getting their hands dirty during the habitat workshops. The project encourages the youngsters to enjoy exercise and being outdoors, helping to steer them towards healthy, active lifestyles. It teaches them to value their greenspaces and fosters the sense of ownership in the children and also pride in their community amenities. I’m really proud how much the boys achieved in just one year.”
