WILDLIFE NEEDS HELP OF EASTINGTON RESIDENTS





Stroud Valleys Project is calling on Eastington residents  to join a new initiative that aims to create a healthy environment for both people and wildlife, now and in the future.   





The new venture in Eastington is part of the Severn Vale Biodiversity Project which is a partnership between Stroud Valleys Project, the Severnside Project and the Farming and Wildlife Advisory Group, and funded by English Nature through Defra’s Aggregates Levy Sustainability Fund. The long-term aim of the Severn Vale Biodiversity Project is the creation of a network of wildlife-rich sites connected by wildlife corridors stretching throughout 12 parishes in the Severn Vale. Bringing together councils, householders, landowners and farmers, community groups, formal environmental organisations and agencies, and schools is one of the key aims of the project.  The Severn Vale Biodiversity Project will help these interested parties to jointly create ideas for what can be done to:


look after and protect the parish’s biodiversity for now and the future, 


attract more wildlife to the area, 


develop jobs and business opportunities through caring for the natural environment, 


using the natural environment to help meet health and social needs and ensure an attractive environment for residents to live in. 





There will be a meeting at the Kings Head pub in Eastington on Wednesday 27th April at 7.30pm for anyone interested to meet with staff from Stroud Valleys Project and discuss ideas for discovering what wildlife lives in the parish, how to protect what’s already there, and how to bring lots more into the area.  One idea is to set up an Eastington Wildlife Group, following the successful model developed by Cam Wildlife Group over the past few years.  Already Slimbridge, Coaley, Arlingham, Moreton Valence, Whitminster, and Fretherne-with-Saul have  expressed keen interest in being involved with this ground-breaking project.  No previous experience or knowledge of wildlife is necessary – getting involved gives the opportunity to learn from the experts about the wildlife that we see around and about us everyday.
