CLEAR UP AT STRATFORD MILL

The residents living nearby Stratford Mill pulled up their sleeves last Tuesday when they helped to clear up the site, enhancing it for the benefit of the wildlife and the community.








Stratford Mill is an important wildlife haven in the middle of a very urban area, even though it’s just a one-acre site with a busy footpath running through it. 


Stroud Valleys Project look after it with local volunteers to ensure that it can support wildlife as well as being a good visual amenity for the community.


 


On the morning of the workshop the Painswick Stream still bore all the marks of the infamous flooding of the 20th July. The stream burst its banks and created a lake, with the footpath covered by 4 feet of fast flowing water and the electricity substation half submerged. According to the residents, it was the worst flooding in living memory. 





The local people who came to the habitat workshop spent the whole morning cutting back overgrown vegetation by the stream to make sure that the water wasn’t obstructed in case of another deluge. A couple of neighbours even donned their waders and got into the stream, clearing up the debris deposited by the flood water and removing branches obstructing the watercourse. 





Ivi Szaboova from Stroud Valleys Project said: “It was great team work.  Everybody mucked in and put a lot of effort into clearing up the mess left by the flood. It shows that people really care about this bit of land in their backyard. Even passers-by were stopping to thank us for the hard work and share their memories of Stratford Mill.”
