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Stroud Valleys Project offers a tree planting scheme unique to this area. Planting trees has clear environmental benefits and can make an ideal gift or memorial which is both different and can really make a difference. 





We offer two specific tree schemes, both of which utilise native species:





Hedgerow Planting. Hedgerows provide the ideal habitat for many diverse kinds of wildlife. They also act as wildlife 'corridors' through cultivated land that would otherwise be practically impassable to many small animals and insects. 





Individual Tree Planting. Larger, broadleaf tree varieties such as oak provide a different kind of habitat for wildlife and enhance the overall environment. We aim to increase the number and expand the variety of these species within the Stroud Valleys.








These options come with a gift pack which includes a certificate and further information on the environmental benefits of tree planting. If you choose to have a tree planted, the pack will also contain an invitation to come and join in with our experienced team for the planting process itself. We know from the vast experience of our many volunteers just how rewarding it can be to take a hands-on part in activity of this sort.


But don’t worry if you or anyone for whom you’re gifting a tree can’t or doesn’t want to get quite so involved - you can be assured that your tree will be in capable hands. Planting will take place between December and April and once this is done we will be able to provide more information about the location of your tree.
