WILDWATCH! COMES TO STROUD 





If you’re wild, or even just interested, about the natural world around you, then Stroud Valleys Project’s new Wildwatch! programme is just for you.  This special programme offers a wide range of events from badger watching to nut hunts and river surveys.  And this coming week, Wildwatch! is offering the opportunity to see the rare glow-worm living, believe it or not, here in Stroud as well as a hunt for ancient animals.





The Wildwatch! programme is a series of special visits organised by Stroud Valleys Project’s staff and volunteers that give people the opportunity to get close to some of the wonderful array of wildlife that lives around the Stroud district.  The visits are led by local natural history experts who can point out the animals and plants that are to be seen and reveal their fascinating life stories. The next two events take place on Thursday 21st July when Wildwatch! visits Bisley Road cemetery to see rare glow-worms, and on Saturday 23rd when a hunt for fossils on the banks of the River Severn is on offer.  Believe it or not, Bisley Road cemetery is one of the best places in Gloucestershire for glow-worms. Glow-worms are not worms but beetles and it is the flight-less female who glows as a way of attracting passing males. The visit will begin with a guided tour around the cemetery by local historian John Looseley until dusk when the glow-worms will start to do their stuff.  The following Saturday afternoon will see us searching for dinosaur treasure at Hock Cliff near Fretherne, one of the best sites in Gloucestershire for fossils, in the company of David Owen of Glos. Geoconservation group.   





It costs £3/adult and £2/child to join in with either event, and anyone interested is welcome to join in though people with mobility problems should note that the fossil hunt does involve a climb over a couple of stiles and a half mile walk.  Anyone who would like to join should book their place with Hilda Sharman, 01453-755190, for the glow-worm walk, and with Angie Aston, 01453-543454, for the fossil hunt.
