WILDWATCH! SUMMER PROGRAMME LAUNCHED





If you’re wild, or even just mildly interested, about the natural world around you, then Stroud Valleys Project’s new Wildwatch! programme is just for you.  This special programme offers a wide range of opportunities to get a close up view of the Stroud district – don’t stay in and watch Springwatch, get out and see it first hand!  And SVP staff are better looking than Bill Oddie! 





The series of walks, talks and visits to places around the Stroud district that are important for wildlife are led by local natural history experts who can point out the animals and plants and reveal their fascinating life stories.  The events also include a number of ‘get fit’ opportunities that enable people to improve themselves whilst breathing in the fresh air, and learning about our natural world at the same time. 





During the next couple of weeks, for example, people can enjoy a 2 hour ramble on Saturday 12th from Humphrey’s Close in Cashes Green to Randwick Woods to see the annual bluebell spectacular, or join expert Tony Dean at a local badger sett to marvel at these animals at close quarters on Friday 18th.  





On Wednesday 9th May, volunteers are needed to remove the Spanish form of bluebell from Eastington churchyard as nationally these interlopers are cross-breeding with the wild, native form and so threatening the existence of our English variety. If you don’t know the difference, this is a good opportunity to learn more about them and help wildlife conservation at the same time.
